Private Lessons / Semi-Private Lessons / Sparring Lessons

e Notification of lessons cancellation or request to reschedule must be made at least 24 hours prior to the
start of the scheduled start time of the lesson.

e No shows, cancellations or request to reschedule lessons with 24 hours of the lesson will be deemed a
forfeiture of the lesson and payment will be charged for the lesson.

e Notification can be made in person, by phone or via e-mail kcbcaurora@gmail.com.

o No other forms of notification will be excepted including but not limited to:

(Wechat, Facebook, etc)

e All rescheduled or make up lessons are subject to availability. Once scheduled the lessons CANNOT be
changed for any reason.

e All lessons must be paid by the final lesson to keep the lesson time. Failure to do so will result in the spot
being released to the public.

Non-Competition Team and Groups (Introduction, Fundamental, Intermediate and Advanced Groups)

e No cancellations, refunds, credits or extensions are allowed once registration is complete.
e Only 2 make up/rescheduled lessons allowed per term and must be completed within the term.
o Exceptions:
1. Injuries
e Leave of absence of more than two weeks due to sickness or injury.
e Doctor’s note is required for any addition make up lesson.
2. Travel
e Leave of absence of four or more weeks due to travel out of country.
e Proof of travel is required to suspend classes (example: airplane ticket with
student’s name, date of departure and return).

e E-mail notification of leave of absences or class rescheduling must be made at least 24 hours prior to the

scheduled start time of the lesson.
o Example:
o Class time is Saturday 9:30 AM, notification must be received by Friday 9:30 AM.

e No make up lessons will be given for any no shows or leave of absence notifications made within 24 hours
of the lesson’s start time.

e Make up lessons may take up to 7 business days to be arranged. No next day make up lesson arrangements
will be accepted.

o Example:
o Asking for a make up lesson on Friday for Saturday.

e No requests for make up lessons by phone or in person is allowed, only written requests via e-mail to
kcbcaurora@gmail.com will be accepted.

e Itis the responsibility of the parents to keep track of the communication process with the club to confirm
the date of the make up lesson. Student’s name, group, date and time of the absence must be provided,
otherwise request may not be processed.

e All lessons not made up by the final class of the current term are considered expired and cannot be used in
future class terms. No Exception.
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Competition Team (Pre-Team, Junior Elite, Inter 1-3, High Performance and National Elite)

e No cancellations, refunds, credits or extensions are allowed once registration is complete.
e Only 4 make up/rescheduled lessons allowed per term (3 months) and must be completed within the term.
o Exceptions:
1. Competition Players participating in National or Provincial A & B tournaments can make-up
their missed lessons on days they are playing only.
e Itisrecommended for students to come back for group lessons if the tournament is
close.
2. Injuries
e Leave of absence of more than two weeks due to sickness or injury.
e Doctor’s note is required for any addition make up lesson.
3. Travel
e Leave of absence of four or more weeks due to travel out of country.
e Proof of travel is required to suspend classes (example: airplane ticket with
student’s name, date of departure and return).

e No requests for make up lessons by phone or in person is allowed, only written requests via e-mail to
kcbcaurora@gmail.com will be accepted.

Two(2) make
ups to next term ,and will be expired afterwords, No exception made afterwords)

Camps

e No cancellations, refunds, make ups or credits are allowed once registration is complete.
e A $10+HST Admin fee will be applied for each scheduled change after specified date.
o Example:
1. 2 children registered for 1 week of camp and want to change to another week. Admin Fee =
2 children x 2 changes x $10/change x HST = $22.60
2. 1 child register for Monday & Friday of Week 1 want to change to Week 5.
Admin Fee = 1 child x 2 changes x $10/change x HST = $22.60
